Col. Strange, for tha plaintiff, holds that
under the constitution the Legislature had
absolute contrel of corporations; that while
that instrument defined the qualification for
voters generally, it had made none as re-
gards cities, and a8 lhe constitution was
silent in regard to the residence required in
cities it was not only competent for, but
obligatoiy upon the Legislature to fixa
period of resldenm for corporations; that
the present defendants claim to hold the
office of aldermen under the act of 1873;
tirey were elected under the act of the 20th
of December, 1870, their term commeuncing
Muy, 1873, and terminaiing May, 1874, By
the act of 1873 the election for May, 1874
was dispensed with. Their offices there-
fore were appointuve in their character.and
might be extended indefinmitely; that if the
90-day residence claim wasunconstitutional 4
and all elections fixed for thirty days, the
whole act would not be void, but might be
coanstitutional in part and uncertain in part.
As regards the inequality of population,
that was a matter purely political in char-
acter and to be decided at the ballot box,
