NEW OBLEANS.

The Board of Health Adopting Nes-
sures to Prevent the Introduction of
Cholera=—A Rigid Q--nntlno to be
Enforced.

[By Telegraph to the Morning Star.)

NEw OrLEANS, July 18.—In accordance
with a resolution adopted by the Board of
Health, July 9th, President - of the
Board yesterday usued quarantine regula-
tions as follows:  All vessels, together with
Lheir crews, passepgers and cargoes, on ar-
riving at the several quarantine stations in
this State fromy the poris of Toulon and
Marseilles, and from any point that may
hiereafter become infegted with cholers,
- shall be detained for observation and dis-
infection, until such time as in the opicion
of the Board it may be safe to allow them
to enter the port of New Orleans:

Quarantine officers are specially charged
to strictly enforce this order.

The President of the Board to-day tele-

phed Surgeon General Hamilton, of the

gﬂne Hospital Bervice, requesting that a

revenue cutter be detached to cruise off the

mouth of the Mississippi river, to warn off
all vessels from Toulon and Marseilles, and
direct them to go into quarantine at Ship

Island.
