Favorable Report Made by Com-
mittee on the Craig Impeach-
ment Resolution.

RaLeigH, N. O., Feb. 8.—The an-
nouncement in yesterday’s STAR tele-
grams that two -thirds of the members
of the House Judiciary Committee
favored the impeachment of Judges
Furches and Douglas was shown to be
correct. When the ballot was finally
taken the vote was 23 for impeach-
ment and 10 against impeachment.

The bill by Senator Morton to pro-
tect millers and merchants of North
Qarolina, referred to in & previous
STAR telegram, is one of considerable
importance, having for its chief ob-
Ject the breaking up of a very consid-
erable advantage now enjoyed by
Virginia millers and jobbers over
their North Carolina competitors in the
sale of at least twostaple commodities,
meal and salt. Both these articles are
sold priocipally in two bushel sacks
and quotations are by sack instead of
by the pound, Under the law of Vir
ginia forty six pounds is a bushel and
in North Carolina forty eight pounds
constitutes a bushel, thereby giving
Virginia mills an advantage of say
eight cents per sack in meal quotations
alone. Benator Morton’s bill provides
that the weight and name of packer
shail bs stamped on every sack of

-meal or salt offered for sale in Norh

CUarolina. Benator Morton has ample
assurance that there will be no opposi-
tion to the bill in either branch of the
Assembly.

Mr. W. E. Worth-is here in the in-
terest of several bills now pending,
notably that for the incorporation of
the Bouth and Western Railroad
Company, baviog for its ob-
jeet the development of Wilming-
ton and Southport as seaboard coaling
stations. The bill is now before the
Senate Committee on Corporations for
reconsideration. It is charged by
some members of the Senate that the
specifications as to where the road
shall run are too indefinite.

The Senate Committes on Educa-
tion is considering the matter of con-
centrating State aid to colored normal
schools upon two or three instead of
seven schools, as at present. There
was & meeting of the committes last
night, during which the idea was en-
dorsed by President Ep of Ply-
mouth Normal School, who appeared
before the committee. He said con-
centration would be a splendid idea if
the schools aided were s0 located as to
be most accessible to the most thickly
m¥ulam negro sections.

he opinion is gaining strength
among members of the Assembly that-
the movement to reapportion the
Congressional districts should be
abandoned, and on&y provide for the
election of one additional Congress-
man at large under the nmew appor-
tionment ordered by Congress.
