Tac NewBerN Disaster —We are yet without any
official report, and glean but few items to add to those
in Thureday’s Observer.

We are permitted to make the following interesting
extracts from a letter from a youug officer to his Father
in this place: —

**KiNsToN, March 19, 1862,

**Our company you know was not in the eugagement
on the other side of the river. but [ can give you  pre:-
ty general outline. The batile commenced about iday-
light in the morning. the enemy advancing & columu of
8,000 against our breastworks, with a battery of Light
Artillery on their right. They charged the works re-
peatedly but were repulsed with heavy loss, until, has-
ing the right flank of Avery's regime t, they appeared
on a kooll and commenced a galling fire in the rear of
the militia and the 35th. By some misunderstanding
both these regiments were ordered to retreat. The tire
of the enemy at that time was s0 vevere that they could
not be brought off in order, aud the rout soon becume
general except as to Avery's and Vance's regiments,
which held oun bravely for nearly au hour after the rest
had retreated, and were badly cut up. The two cempa-
pies of Artillery, Brem’'s and Latham’s, fought despe-
rately; they had nearly all their horges killed, and so
were not able to bring off their pieces. Liewr. Williams
of Brem’s Battery was not in the engagement, aund ruc-
ceeded in bringing off his section of the Battery.

Brother E and 1 fired all the naval steres on the
wharves—the gun-boats not more than half a mile dis
tant skelling us al! the time, We became separanted just
before the enemy landed in town, and after I got 5 or 6 |
miles up the road iu the retreat [ henrd he had been shot
i the leg snd had lost Lis-horse. 1 went back to New-
bern, and nut seeing him or guy of the yuukees, thought
1 would ride in und see whiat was going on. 1 wemt
through the town, meeting no one except a few negroes.
When [ got to the river I fonwl them landing in the Fair
grounds, not more than a quarter of s mile from we. 1
hitched wy horse aud went down to the water and fired
two shota from a Maynard rifle into oune of their boats,
when they coinmenced shelling me; after the second
shell 1 left, and in coming out by the Depot saw the
stare and stripes floating over the Fair Grounds aml a-
bout 200 yunkees coming down the railroad. I turned
duwn the street and put spurs, passed several otlicers on
the street, hut dido’t stop to say good morning. Turn-
ing 10 the right at the first corner. 1 wade for the woods
which [ reached sately. and then crossed over to the
Kinston road and got here about 1 o'clock that night,
aimost broken Jown ‘and my horse decidedly worsted:
we are both well however now, nod ready for another
tramp. I iost all my clothes, boots, trunk sanid every-
thing. 1 have had ou the =anee clothes for over a week,
and begin to want a change ver? much.

We have also secu a letter from one of Capt. Martin's
company, (the Moore County Indepenients, Col. Vaunce's
26th reg’t,) who says that his Cuptain was killed by a
ball in the head. Brock Tysor had his thigh broken
and was left on the field. Two others of the Company
are missing, one of them supposed to be drowned while
crossing the river iu the retreat—[names not given.]
*We lost every thing we had. tents. knapsacks. &c. Our
COmpudy Was the last to leave the field. and came very
near being taken prisouers.  The enemy pursued them
80 closely that they were obliged to throw away their
guns.  Every oue spenks of the bravery of the 7th, 2ith
and 334 regiments, aud of the cooluess and ecurage of
their Colopels. Cawphell, Vance and Avery.  OQur Ma-
Jor, Caruiichacl, as brave and uoble hearted a man as
ever drow the Lreath of life, was kiiled by a ball in the
head.”

A gentleman of Moore counfy who visited Kinston
writes that in Capt. Kelly’s company from Moore, Wm,
Monroe was wounded and left oo the fiell, three others
wounded are now iu (Goldsborough, and two are missing
— | vames not mentioned.] *‘The poor boys had a hard
tiwe getting to Kinston, traveling through mire and wa-
ter waist deep. lost all their clowhes but what they had
on their backs. We will get up a box of clothing. blank-
ets, &c., to send next Wednesday. Our loss is small
compared with that of the yankees, which they admit to
be 1500—about une for every man we had actually en-
gaged in the fight. 1t we had hind 10,000 men the yan
kees would have been whipped.”

Another letter from Kinston, March 2lst, says: A
man who cnme from Newbern yesterday says that the
yankees were bringing in their wonnded for three days
after the batile.  Some say thattheir loss must be near
2000 They adwit a Joss of 448. Newbern was only
partially burned: our meun fired the town in three pla-
ces, but the ynnkees extinguished the flames before they
bad burut much.  OQur pickets have brought in several
yankee prisoners since the battle, some two or three eve-
ry day. Yesterday the pickets 25 miles below here
brought four of the vandals and a traitor named D.bble,
who tormerly lived here, but who, some six months ago,
rau away und went to New York, and just afier the bat-
tle made his appearance and was captured. He is sup-
posed to bave aided in pitoting Burnside’s fleet up the
Neuse river. Pupers found in hig trunk show that he
hay been dealing with the enemy in the cotton business.
It will go very bard with him; I hope, if proven guilty,

he may be made an example of. Tysor, Whitlock and
Ray, of the Moore County Independents, have not heen
beard of siuce the battle. Tysor’s futher is here. The
ynnkees got everythiog I had except what was on my
back. I wish you to have me some clothes made. We
are sleepiog on the floor of the Court House, without
anything to cover with; and it is the worst chance in
the world to get anything to eat.”

Stowe’s Forsyth Company, 334 Regiment, the following
were killed:

Wesley Anderson, Washington Grittin, Ed. Mickey,
Ed.

THE CASTOR OIL BEAN—PALMA CHRISTIL.
Editors Courier:—The tollowing information
| is the result of personal observation and reading.
| _ The Castor Oil plant is a native of the East
'Indies. 1In tropical climes, especially in Africa,
(it becomes a tree of several years standing. In
| Candice, according to Belon, the seeds have to be

gathered by the aid of a ladder. In our country,
| the plant, like the Cotton, is killed by the frost
| in winter and is compelled to be an annual.

It is a showy plant. The palmated leaf—the

i yellow stamens on one part ot the plant and the
. scarlet colored pistils on the other—render it pe-
tculiar and conspicuous. L formerly cultivated
| a row of it in my garden for several years in or-
lder to test its productiveness and ascertain its
l value in cultivation. These experiments were
{ highly satistactory, and I came to the conclusion
' that our soil and climate were admirably adapted
to its successiul production.

Mode of Culture.—Break up the land with a plough
and luy it off in rows gix feet apart, each way. The
| best time to plant is from the middle of April to the se-
: coud week in May. Drop three seeds in each hill. Half
|

2 bushel of seed will plunt ten acres. Treat the plant
in the same muoner as corn. Be careful in looking
| after the cut-worm, who gives it the preference to corn.
" When the plants are six inches high, they should be
i thinued to one stalk ju a hill. New lands broke up the
|u:uue seuson, are not suited, coe hand can tend five
acres.  In a good dry soil, the yield will be from fifteen
to twenty bushels per acre, each bushel yielding seven
quurts of pure oil.

(fathering the Seed.—About the middle of August the
seeds begin to ripen and will continue until checked by
the frost. A writer in the Western Plough Boy, ot
1832, says: Previous to the ripening of the seed, the
yard for spreading them on should be prepared. It
should be mwade ou ground of & gradual descent, open
to the sun und made very smooth and firm.. The
first and second parcels that.ripen must stand till
the pods on the eur begin to crack, otherwise a part of
the bean will be impertect. Later in the season when
the stzlk is more mature, they must be cut when two or
three pods begin to vpen, or they will waste. They are
laid in the yurd one ear deep. In warm weather u lay-
er will pop out in three days. When all have opened
the stemy are raked off. The hulls ure swept off with a
brovm made with waked switches; which, if carefully
done, will not leuve more than one bushel ot hulls in
eight of beans, They way be cleaned with a common
wheat fun, with a riddle suited to the size of the bexn.”

Mode of Extraction.—1he oil is obtained both by coc-
tion and expressiou. The former method is performed
by tying up the seeds, previously broken and bruised,
in a bag, which is suspended in boiling water, till the
oil 13 extracted aud rises to the surface, when it is
skimmed off.  This is the usual mode adopted by farm-
ers. The smallest quantity of water, however, remain-
ing in the o1l cuuses it to become rancid. The ‘‘cold
expressed oil” i3 preferable and will continue pure for
w long time. The process is easy and simple. The
sorew nud the lever used in baling Cotton will express
the oil from the beaus. The capsules or unopered
beans ate to bie moderately heuted in a furnace not so
hot as to be distressing to the naked hand. Under the
screw is fixed s strong iron cylinder, into which the
beaus are put and covered with an iron follower, of di-
ameter proportioned to the cylinder. The oil is now fit
tor use. 1 have seen ii stated that *:a Scuthwestern
planter began with making 500 gallons of oil in 1825,
aud in 1831 he produces 13,000.” It was then a profit-
able business at ove dollur and fifty cents per gallon.

L trust our planters will see the necessity ot preparing
to plaut the Castor-Uil Bean exteusively.
