When-
cver the people of the North ana Jouth Lave once
appealed to the God of battles, for which I look
with most fearful apprehension, a civil gar will
tollow that will end only in the destruction of all
the great interests of ull sections of the country.
Whezever that event comes, I know my duty;
and whetzer I have the nerve to b there wmyself
or vot, [ kuow that sueh will be my duty, and
that it will also be my duty to devoie w the sex
vice my weasns, myscif, aud chiidren. Whezever
that strugrie comes, you will find, North apd
South, that the men whe have scught most te
preserve the Union, who have been the last Lo
give i up, will be the first men to be found 1n
the tauk and file on both sides of the bloody com-
test, their weans wost liberally and freeiy be de-
