THZ NEWEST AETIFICIAY, DIAMONDS.

Within the past yenr some very fine iritations
of diamonds have been put upen the New York
market, lar surpassing in limpidity and cefraotive
power the best pastes formerly known to the pub-
lic under varicus deceptive names. The new
imitations, like the old ores, purport to be a
species of ¢heap “dismonds” frem tho gold #pro-
dueing countries of the world, but the appella-
tions arc purely f2nciful, for they are only supe-
rior articles of paste. Some dealers claim them

[ te be a kind of quartz, but that is_true only to

the extent they are pulverized with borax,
aiumina, arsenie, oxido of tin, or other ingredi-
ents. 'They are not cut from the solid quarte,
which is less brilliant than the common pastes.
Tho exact process of maiing _these highly syo-
cessful imitations is known enly to the manufac-
turers (in Paris or Grermany, for not one is mads
in this country, so far as known,) and is, of course,
Jealously guarded by them.

No respcotable joweller attempts to pass off
pastos as diamonds. Swindlers may sometimes
buy‘fine specimeéns from the dealers, and trade
them away at the rogzular diamond price; but
such casos must be rare, for any person of the
least common sepse, who thought of purchasing
a diamond from an individust not in the trade,
would be sure to consult a jeweler or other expert
in precious etones, by whom tke froud would be °
doteoted in an instant. No paste can stand all
the tests of the diamond. Tts warmth to the
teuch, its retention of moisturo, the cage with
which it is rcrateched by agate or topas, the min-
ute air bubbles which a microscope discovers in its
depths, all prove it to be an imitation. Bat the
skiliful eye can tell the real diamond from the
falsc at a glance. The former has a bardness of
lustre, a cold glittér of refracted light, which the
finest pastes just miss.

Noné but the most expericnoed judges oan ro-
tain a memory of the ioy lambency or adamantine
spiendor of the genuine gem, so that they can al-
ways apply it as a test.

Ordinary judges will be deccived by the im-
proved pastes; and sny lady who might be ex-
peoted from tho richness of her- attire to wear
diamonds, may swing out the pastcs from her ears,
or display them on her fingers without fear of
deteetion till tho brightness of the imitdtion bas
deperted; for it goes sooner or later, with the
most careful usage. The permsnent lustro of
crystallized carbon is its one precious wholly in-
imitable quality. 'This perr:ancmoe or stability,
it mey be remarked, characterizes all the precious
things of nature, gold, silver, ivory and every one
of the gems. Imitatjoos which arc almost pe-icat
in other respeots, fail in that. It is naturc’s last,
impassable barricr against art.

So far with tho paste manufacturors.

A more interesting branoh of the subjeot is the
chemieal, or strictly scientific production of dia-
monds from their native material, carbor. Some
of the first ohemists in the world have devoted
years of ioil in this teek, without sgcoess. Mi.
croscopic diamonds have been wade, or are report-
ed to have beee. Bedquerel, a French chemist,
produced minute erystalizations having the hard-
ness of diamonds, by the slow action of eleotricity
on boxwood charcoal, (a very pure form of carbon, )
but they were ncarly black. = Another Frenchman
last year claimed to have made diamends by the
reaction of phosphorus on sulpkide of carbon, both
being under water. The suiphide of carbon dis-
solved the phosphorus, and the latter, it is said,
slowly combined with the salphur, freeing the csr-
bon which erystalized out. Ncbody ever saw the
diemonds—but the maker. Many experiments
have beern made with this remarkabie fluid. sul-
phide of carbon, and from it, if from any source,
iha uitineial diamond must come. It consists of
purc sulphur and pure carbon, in tue proportions
of «bout five of the former to one of the latter.

The oarbon ingredient is ia fact diamonds in a
state of fiuidiiy, posscssing the wonderfu! rofrac-
tive power of the rcal gems. The exceediag bril-
lianoy of the suiphide of carbion adapts it pevulinr-

| ly for vse in prisis, for specirsl enalysis, that new

deparument of modern seicace, Ly which somo of
the most oxtrasoidinary disvoverics of the age have
heen mad:. Now, ir it were possibic w isolate the
carben ana et it erystalize cus, dizmends could be
made. Ordinery attempts to decemposc the fluid
by eleetricity give a dcposit of sulphur on onc
pole, and ¢t hlack charcoai, iv swall grains, on
tho cther.  Silver has 2 powerful affinity for sul-
phur, and an Hnglish chemist tried the effoet
of immersing that meial in the fluid, hoping to
separate the earbon in that way, but othing caro
of it after ten years experimentinz. A French
chemist has brougnt out daring the prescut year,
on cntire new prooess of making diamonds direct
from charcoal, by the action of borax, which he
olaims dissolves the carbon at & high heat, yicld-
ing oue pouud of brilliants of the first water per
bushei of charcoal.

It is farther said that a patent for this process
has beea taken. out by the inventor for the United
States, as well an for ail other ccuntries where
“gpnarklers” are in roqaest. Such are the extra-
ordipary “yarns” to which scientific journals some-
times give ourrenay, probably for tho fun of the
thing, sinoe the editors must kvow that nothing
can be more absurd than tiie ailcged discovery.

Tt is not quite safe to predict what science will
not do; but this much may be e0id, that the pros-*
reot of makirg disraords artiicialiy from carbon,
except in nature’s sceret and awlul laboratory of
the agos, is about as Sattcving w5 that i the dis-
covery of the “philosopher’s stone.”
