The Republican renerate II r. Lincoln a

pohtiCAl Ktint4tad denounce Mr. Johnson as
political renegade; And yt tbe policy of t)i-s- e

two Presitleo la on the reconstruction iiucstion
ubauntiallr identical. It waa tbecomtant tie- -

lief of 31 r. Lliicoln, up to the time of bit death
that the Southern States hail a right, to resume
their place in Congress whenever they should
see fit They-eaait- jr msk-ejee- t Senators and R--

reaentatires without thereby acknowledging
their alleffianee to thr fwreTtiment, and there
wa nothing which Mr. Lincoln bad so much at
heart as the ubmiasion of the revolted Btates
expressed in that manner. We will inatance
few of his ntsav promulgations of that wish.

Of all tbe public acts of Mr. XisColk, the
most noted is bis Emancipation proclamation,
in mat proclamation, ne oticrcd to eietupt any
State from it operations which would return to
loyalty within the ensuing hundred days, add
tbe proof of that loyalty was to consist in tbe fat;
that the State should be then represented in Con.
gwam. This was TuUregnitiim of the right of
ine seoeoea states to return whenever they chose.
No,Republican took exception to tbhpart ot the

mancipation proclamation; the doctrine bad
not then been invented that the acta of seces-
sion deprived the States ot their riuht to reore--
tcuLuuH, iu uuiul w iHUL, aerorai oi tnetn
had bewn represented after the ordinance of
secession, and while they were in arms atrarost
the government ; Tbhhkssk in particular, one

woose seats in we senate was oexupieu by
Ajtdbjrw Jobmsoh, whose right wat unquestion- -
ea, ana ms loyalty warmly applauded. The
Emancipation proolaination, that "immortal
document'' which i one of tbecanonical scrip
tuns ot the Republican party, contains a tull
recognition of the right of the seceded 6ta(es

Another instance is furnished in the renlv to
the French proposal of mediation. - When the
war had been two or three yearaja progress, the
government of France offered to interpose its
good oinccs tor the settlement or tbe quarrel,

it should ' prove true,the desired amnesty
should not be withheld. Here was anoOn.r
complete recognition of the right of tho South'

representation whenever it should choow to
end member.
