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Carrier plireons, It Is announced, are
now the only mean of communication
between Paris and Tours, where the seat
of government of France has been tcmjio-raril- y

established. . Since the introduction
of the dectWHPagnetio telegraph the use
of carrier pigeons has 'nearly been discon-

tinued, although this means of oonveving
secret Intelligence i stiU employed. Tliey
have, however.' been more, used la the
Turkish dominion than in any part of
the world. The sdvantages to be derived
from carrier nigeona. are very limited, as
they cannot be dispatched to their homes
except nnaer peculiar cuvuiuouurcca, mui
carrier pigeons must be brought from the
oloca to which thee are to return within a
short period, not exceeding two weeks of
their being let loose, ana at a tune wnea
they have their young in their nests. The
bird must also he kept in the dark, and
without food for eight or ten hours, before
being released,. .The message is written
on very thin paper, and enclosed In an en-

velope tied around the body and under
the wings. Another inconvenience, when
the Journey Is for a long distance, arises
from the bird's alighting in quest of water,
by which the' message may receive Injury
or be obliterated. Jn order to alleviate the
pangs of thirst it is customary to bathe
the pigeon's feet W vinegar, ao as to keep
them cool,, The instinct by which the

'carrier pigeon is guided has never received
a sufficient emlanation. as other birds
possess equal and eyeff greater powers of
vision, uu,t cannot i vo manwi mi auiy
measagai. r. When the carrier ia let loose it
rises spirally in the air to great heiglit,
and tlien proceeds to its home at the rate
of thirty ''mUte;''B:itoiiv;Thae4rrioT
pigeon b of a remarkably large site, be-

ing fifteen inches In length from the point
of the bill totlie end of the tall, The
naked skin on the bill is very large, and is
covered with red fleshy exereaoences; the
eyes are surrounded with a broad circle of
naked red skin, ana tne wings reacn near-
ly to the extremity of the tail The car-

rier pigeon are trained at an early se by
being at first takea a few miles from home
and let loose. The distance is gradually
increased until the birds acquire great fa-

cility In carrying messages. An actual
postal system, i which pigeons were the
menengere, was established by the Sultan
Noureddht Mahmoud, who died In 1174.

This pigeon mail lasted for over eighty-fo-

yean, or until .1258, when it- - was de-
