tion among milrosd men., That s 1o say,
they form s “Hiog " among themselves,
sud each playmg into the others hand, an
armangement 4 efstted very benificlsl to
thomselves and yery damagiog to the
communities through which their several
rosds pas.

We-do not see how this can be effeotually
remedied. It appears to us there are but
three ways of procedure; but whether
these, or any one of them, will remedy the
evil complained of I more than we ocun
afirm. It would probab'y be well to test
the matter.+ The wayr wions follows:

1. Lat the legislstures of the States reg-
ulato the freights within their own bonad-
aries if this can be done. -

2. Lat siringent laws bo passod against
the formation of ali “Rings.” As long as
“Rings" exlst it b simpiy folly to talk
about the poople regulating freights.

3. The bullding of rival Hoes. Compe-
tition.is the life of trade, and competition
in roads, with striogeot laws againet
“Ring " combinstions, may result in pro
tection for the people. Any legislation
that will land to seriomly eripple those
great public earrlers would work an lo-
Jury., Whist legislating Tor the good of
many, it would be wism and jost not to
legslste o as to infllct unsecestary dam-
age upon those who have taken stock Lo
build and equip the rmads. We demand
o roduction of high freights snd high
rates of travel, but we do not faver the erip
pling of the reads 1o the extent of pre-
venting them from runpieg —which wouid
b & disaster that avery one would foel st
