No preferences have been made as to
where employees do their trading, and
in many cases it has been beyond my
knowledge until this morning. I have
made inquiries and fiud that of the 45
employees of this month, more than
balf do not trade with J. T. Harper,
though it is well known that (exclud-
ing liqoors) he sells more goods than
all the merchants of SBmithvillee. No
one has teen refused employment or
discharged for not trading with J. T.
Harper, '

My practice has always been to put
each employees money in arealed en-
velope and hand it directly to him. In
a very few cases when the employee
was not present 1o receive the money,
the envelopes have been ieft at Har-
per’s store for them, and have always
been given with the seal uabroken to
the owner, whether they were indebted
to Harper or not. '

In case of leave of abscoce; beyond
a few days, the facls are reporled and
the question of deduction of salary is
submitted to the decision of Colonel
Craighil. When it is necessary to em-
ploy a subslitute it is the rule to deduct
his pay.
