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Meteoric Stomes Catalogued.

Mr. Charles U, Shepard, of New
Haven, Conn., writes to the Journal
for further information conciroing
tbhe alleged meteoric stone of recent
notoriety, an expresses an earnest de-
sire Lo procure a piece of it to add to
bis large collection. Mr. Siepard has
been informed of the facts, or rather
of the want of the facts, in the case.
His letter states that he has be«n for
forty years a diligent student of me-
teorology, and that he has accumula-
ted the l‘ur-,,fal collection of meieoric
stones in the United Siates, if not in
the world. He forwards a catalogue
of his collection, showing the number
of stones and the date and locality of
their fall The collection embraces
over five hundred meteoric stones and
meteoric irons. The total weight of
the collection s about 1,200 pounds,
The largest iron, procured from Colo-

rado, weighs 435 pouuds, aud the
smallest, (rom Otsego county, New
York, weighs hall an ounce. Fhe

largest entire stone, procured from
Muskimmgum county, Ohio, weighs 56
pounds, and the small st one from
Sweden, weighs less than lilty grains.
I he specimens have been gathered
from ail parts of the world. The
va alogue begins with one which fell
November 7, 1492, 1n Alsace, and ends
with oue which fell February 12, 1875,
in lowa ¢ uuty, lowa. Tbete are none
between 1492 and 1733, but most of
the years siuce the jutter date are rep-
resented, and some years by several
specimiens.  Nearly every coun'ry in
the Known world isrepresented in the
e eatire codecuion s in one of
the buildings of Amherst College.
Mr. Shepard makes one statement
which will surprise most persons, He
“lhere have several in-
stupces of deaths vccasioned by mete-
stons. Two monks 1o ditferent
places wers thus kil ed in Italy, and
two sadors on shipboard i Swedon,”
