Laborers in Kansas on a StrikeXheit Kileader Killed. ;

Lkavbnwoeth, Oct. 1. The laborers
on. the Kansas Central Narrow Gauge
Railroad at the end of the line near Cir- -
clevuTe have been on a strike for three
days past because they were not paid their
wages. Early Saturday morning a party
of twenty citizens left the city on a special
train for the scene of d sturbance at Hol-to- n,

where they were joined by Sheriff
Williams, of Jackson county, and a pose
of fifteen men. Leavenworth men made a
part of the Sheriffs posse. The train pro-
ceeded to the end of the line beyond
Cireleville. Here a large body of the
strikers were congregated, - many on
horseback - and headed by-- Hartnian.
The party was greeted with all kinds
of abusive epithets. Hartman,, especially,
was very abusive in his language, and; de-
monstrative in his actions. Capt. Tough,,
formerly United States Marshal for the
western district of Kansas, who had been
selected leader of the posse, commanded
Hartman to halt, and was answered by a
pistol shot. The posse was then ordered
to fire over his head, which was done, and
Hartman answered with two shots from
his revolver. The posse then under di-

rections, fired upon Hartman. He died
the same evening. The train returned to
Cireleville, where it was met by a great
crowd of strikers. A warrant was sworn out
against Capt. Tough, who was arrested, but
released on . his own recognizance. At
Holton the train was confronted by an-
other body of the strikers, who took pos-
session of switch and declared that they
would not let the train pass unless the
posse surrendered Capt. Tough to them.
This was not done and the train backed out;
subsequently ther posse left the train and
marched into Holton and took up quarters
in the hotel, which was soon surrounded
by the armed strikers, but finding that the
posse was well prepared, did not attack
the house. Capt. Tough was again ar-
rested the same night, and released on
$10,000 bail.

NegTO Shot.

Cincinnati, Oct. 1. Hon. Cassius M.
Clay yesterday morning shot and instantly
killed a negro named Perry White. Gen.
Clay had employed White's mother as
cook, 'but finding she had been robbing
him of silver plate and other articles, had
discharged her. Yesterday morning
he started from his farm 6 miles from
Richmond, Ky.,, to visit a negro church in
the neighborhood for the purpose of hiring
another servant. While on the way he
perceived a loose horse in a pasture near
the roadside and the negro, Perry White,
endeavoring to conceal himself behind
the animal. White had threatened
Clay's life, and wras known as a des-
perate character, and upon perceiving
him Clay immediately leaped down, con-
fronted the negro and ordered him to
throw up his hands. The negro obeyed,
and Clay talked to him roughly, and or
dered him to leave the place, and telling
him that if he moved trom his position
until Clay was remounted, he would kill
him. As soon as Clay started for his horse
the negro rushed after him, but Clay turned
suddenly, fired twice, hitting the negro in
the neck and breast. Gen. Clay then rode
to town and delivered himself to the au
thorities. The feeling of the community
is entirely with Clay. White had the rep-
utation of being a bully and , a dangerous
niaa.
