It is not at nil uucouiinoii to havo

land that if sonn with small giiiiu
would produce a heavy growth of
straw without grain. The straw
grow th ninny s kills all clover and
gins - seeding sown with it. obliging
the owner of the laud to keep it under
th" plow until its excess of nitro-
genous fertility has been used up. Iu
such case, we should advise sowing
criuis in elov er as ea ly ns possible,
nud imv kind of grain crop that you
think will make the best protection
for it. This will use up part of the
available feriilily, but if the clover is
plowed under for some hoed crop, as
it should be, this fertility will be just
in time to help a potato crop iu tho
f. Inn ing .1 ii ly or August. A green
manuring plowed under in Pining,
even only in winter rye, maki s u great
difference in the yiel I of potatoe over
land not so fertilize I. A grow th of
crimson . er, even if it were winter
killed is worth much more than rye
on like soil and conditions. This
crop i ig of very rich land every sea-- I

son sowing crimson clover in the fall,
helps free the land of weids. It also
to some extent exhaiists fei tility. Hut
a pola'u or corn crop usually pays so
much better thau any s nail grai.i crop
that ynii should be glad if y iii can
cultivate land two or three yea's iu
succession bi'fure seeding it. AVben
ymi do seed it sow grain rather thinly
and seed heavily with both grass nud
