and various othersubstitiites for good,
all around fertility will take the place
of it. asked to deline the meaning
nf the word hiiiuus, I would be in-

clined to iu us tew Words as possi
ble that il was it decaying mixture, of
vegetable matter und animal refuse.
Thi se two elements form the founda-siui- i

stone of modern farming. They
originally made tho soil what, man
found il, so rich iu fertility that all
crops would thrive iu it. We wish to
ictiirii our worn-ou- soil to this condi-
tion, 'there is no shorter road than
that which nature followed in the
pa. t, and we might adopt with pro!:t
some i f her ways.

Animal refuse and vogatable matter
were deposited on the in all
ages, and tho chemical action of the
light, heat, l.'.oi-tur- e and sunshine

them into rich plant
foods. I hey supplied nitrogen, phos-phnt-

p"t.i-- and electricity, which
fed the plants and ma le them grow.
The rich iu humus not only sup-
