‘I bave never denied
that thie prisoners were mistreated; but it was not
my fault If Tam the last one that is to suffer
death for the Southern Confederacy I am satisfied.
I do/not fesr death. I mever saw a man shot nor
never shot one myself. That T will say as longas
I can say it 1 never hunted prisoners with the
dogs, nor anything of that kind. Unfortunately,
Gen. Winder is dead. " If he wasliving I know he
‘would vome out and not let the innocent ‘ones suf-
fer., I never could get Winder to set his foot on the
inside of that stockade. I don’t know the reason.—
I haye nocomplaints to make of the persons who
have taken care of me here in prison, nor do T have
any il will against apy member of that court mar-
tial, nor the Judge Advocate. Ifl have against any
one it is they who have perjured themselves. The
man who gave his name a8 Delabon, a grandson of
Gen. Lafayette, will be found out to be a German
Jew named Schaffer, & deserter from a New York
regiment. I went down info the yard to-day, and
there saw preparations being made for the scaffold,
which would make most any man flinch. I bad no
such feelings. I cannot express it. It is not hard
heartedness, but I had no such feelings. Anybody
who knows anything of military maitters knows that
one in command of thirty-five thousand men has to
be strict, but when I am accused of conspiring with
Jefferson Davis and others it/is all a lie.

Wirz has had two children, one of which, a girl,
ten years old, is living. He denies that he and his
second wife lived together unhappy. and that be
was ever in the house of correétion in Zurich for for-
gery. The latter report, he says, originated from
the fact that a distant relative failed in business,
and was arrested on the charge of false bankruaptcy.
He leaves no property for his family. His manner
of speaking was compo=etl throughout; his state-
ments were made in a remarkably direct manner,
considering the surrounding circamstances, and
none but & few of the least importance were drawn
out by any direct questions.
