Many farmers who are having 
terraces constructed are finding 
that subsoiling the flow line and 
back side of the terrace channel is 
a paying proposition. This prac- 
tice is recommended by the super- 
visor of the Broad River Soil Con- 
servation District. Charlie Rhyne 
of the Stony Point community 
says, “Right after I had terraces 
built I had the channel subsoil- 
ed to a depth of about one foot. 
The water from recent heavy 
rains soaked into this subsoil area, 
thereby protecting the new ter- 
race ridges.”
