Our recent fire, it is safe to say, was no-
an unmixed evil, while the loss sustained
in the destruction of the jail, and ex-
pense attached to the removal and care of
prisoners &c., will be felt by the tax-pay~
ers, the new jail will, no doubt, surpass
in many respect® the old one,

In regard to the jail, if not out of

let it be built nearer the court house,
The old locativn was too far from the
court house. Taking prisoners back and
for:hh such a distance 4s inconvenicnot at
all times and particularly when it occurs,
as it sometimes does, that prisoners arc
unable to walk, There is also more dun-
ger of prisoners escaping when they are
brouzl.t such a distance, and sometimes
through crowds of people on the stree's,
And last, but by no means least. the
moral effect upon the community. of a
sight of hand-cuffed, ragged, miserable
criminals paraded frequently and repeat-
edly Wefore them is by no means whole-
some. For these and other reasons which
might be given it scems 10 me that the
jail should be pear if not adjoining the
court house,

Apd while ,on this aubject let me
ask why may we not have a chain-gang ¢
Is it against the law -

We board, and clothe too. [ suppose,
sometimes, throngh winter and summer,
a number of men who might be made
of some service, in putting in
good order every street in town. I be-
lieve that a move of this sort would not
only put a new face to our already beau-
tiful town, but would also tend to lessen
crime.

Juil accommodations are good enougly
for many a man—all he wants in fact.
but if Chief of Police Cotten could take
these wards of the ¢ unty and town and
put thewm to work on the strects it would
dogood all areund. If such A thing i~
against the law il ought not to be, and if
it is pot against the law why can't we do
it?
