As a whole parents and
guardians in Polk County have been
very cooperative in helping to keep
our county free from these diseases,
but we do have some children un-
vaccinated—and it is to these chil-
dren’s parents we appeal, maybe
you do not know the ages when a
child should receive his immuni-
zations—at the age of two months
he should get his whooping cough
vaccine, at the age of six months,
diphtheria toxoid, at the age of
nine to twelve months, smallpox
vaccine, at two years of age typh-
oid vdecine.
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had 26 deaths from diphtheria,
four deaths from typhoid, 45
deaths from whooping cough. What
a heart breaking thing to happen
in our state when all these lives
could have beem saved. Parents,
let’s work together and prevent
this in our county.—Polk County
Health Department.
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
