That makes you a positive
force in the community. Positive
forces are the ones that accom-
plish things, We can’'t grow if
we let George do everything. Money
is important, but the spirit behind
the money' puts a flavor and en-
thusiasm into the work that can’'t
be bought. That spirit is what
makes Tryon different from so
many towns much larger and with
more possibilities.
