Hamilton Tyng, prominent finan- 
cial, social and philanthropic lead- 
er of New York City whom she 
married in 1933, was the former 
Olive Wyndham, leading actress of 
many Broadway productions.

Tyng died in 1948 before complet- 
ing the new home on Slcyuka 
Mountain near Tryon.
