What Grant 
Will Do

WASHINGTON - The town of 
Columbus has received approval 
of an Appalachian Regional 
Commission grant of $77,650 to 
help fund the extenion of sewer 
services in Columbus, Con­
gressman Lamar Gudger 
announced today.

The project calls for the 
construction of 4.300 linear feet of 
12-inch gravity sewer line. 6,000 
linear feet of six-inch force main, 
and a lift station to serve a 
180-acre industrial-commercial 
and residential tract of land north 
of Columbus.

The improvements will permit 
the industry currently located in 
the development site to abandon 
its septic system. The site will be 
divided into 60 acres which will 
include 11 industrial sites. 18 
acres for commercial develop 
ment, and 15 acres for residential 
neighborhood development The 
remaining acreage will be 
developed later or left as a buffer 
acre.

Two industrial prospects are 
considering locating in the park 
if all their conditions can be met. 
Their conditions include a sewer 
system.

Total sewer system project 
costs will be $270,350. The 
Farmers Home Administration 
has approved a $60,000 grant, the 
State of North Carolina has 
awarded a $66,350 grant, and 
local resource of $66,350 will 
round out the funding arrange­
ments.
