Fraternity, an undergraduate
fraternal chapter at WinstonSalemState University.

Today, the Drill Team is in
its 12th year and consists of 24
boys from 6 to 16 years who i
have performed their rhythmic
drill steps in Chicago, New
York, Raleigh, Detroit and
Washington.

In 1976, they performed for
15,000 people at a basketball
game in Memorial Coliseum
between Wake Forest Universityand Maryland University.
