NAMES SEX FACTORS 
The “sex determining factors’ 

he named were: 

“First and most basic” is th< 
pattern or the chromosomes in al 

body cells. These patterns are 

either “XX’ and female or “XY” 
and male. It used to be thouht 
that these patterns always were 

of the sex the indivudal appeared 
to be. Recently it has been shown 
that “this is not always so.’’ 

Next in importance is the na- 

ture of sexual glands. “For many 
years,” continued Dr. Kiefer, “this 
was considered the best indicator 
of the true sex, but is now found 
unreliable.” 

Then come the chemical patterns 
of the hormones of the other 
glands of internal secretion. He 
pointed out that hormones from 
glands other than the sexual “can 
drastically alter the development 
o fsex features.” 

Next in his list was “the most 
obvious.”

Finally is the mind “pattern.” 
This pattern “is influenced by the 
hormonal pattern as well as by 

■ the upbringing and experience of 
l the indvidual. but is an uncertain 

guide as to true sex.”
