In First Aid

The Greater Carolines 
Chapter of the American Na- 
tional Red Cross is offering a 
four-session course for in- 
structors in Standard First 
Aid and Personal Safety which 
began January 25 from 7-10 
p.m., and will run through 
January 27, February 1, and 
February 3. 

The course, which Is free 
with a SO cents charge for 
textbook, is being held at the 
2425 Park Road Red Cross 
Center. 

Enrollees for the course 
are required to be at least 17 
years of age and must have 
had current Red Cross certifi- 
cation in Standard or Advanc- 
ed First Aid. 

The four-session course con- 
sists of basic skills, mouth to 
mouth resufçitation, what to 
do when burned, or in shock, 
along with basic accident pre- 
vention skills (keeping in 
mind that twice as many 
accidents occur in the home). 
Also, treatment for insect 
bites, and basic skills as mak- 
ing a splint, and carrying 
patients, will be taught.
