Will Pay More 

For Breakfast 
WASHINGTON. Assistant 

Secretary of Agriculture Carol 
Tucker Foreman announced 
this week that especially nee- 

dy schools may receive in- 
creased payments for break- 
fasts they serve under the 
school breakfast program 
from Nov. 10 through Dec. 31, 
1977. 

"We are taking this action to 
implement a provision of new 
child nutrition legislation sig- 
ned last month and to enable 
needy schools to offer nutri- 
tious and satisfying break- 
fasts to their students," Ms. 
Foreman said. 

The maximum reimburse- 
ment rate for especially needy 
schools will increase from 45 
cents to 49.25 cents for each 
free breakfast served, and 
from 40 cents to 44.25 cents for 
each reduced-price breakfast 
served The maximum rate of 
reimbursement for each paid 

~meal in especially needy 
'schools remains at 11.25 cents 

After Dec. 31, reimburse- 
ment rates will be adjusted 
semiannually
