ive, people will no longer have 
to “buy their way in” to the 
food stamp program. “This 
change will allow several mill- 
ion poor persons to participate 
for the first time. Most ot 
these new participants will be 
the elderly poor and the work- 
ing poor. I am gratified that 
we will be helping these citi- 
zens obtain a more nutritious 
diet.” 

Elimination of the purchase 
requirement will end the ex- 

change of cash and opportun- 
ity for fraud, which has cost 
the program millions of doll- 
ars. The purchase require- 
ment must be ended in Oil 
states by January 1.
