GENERAL ELECTION

WILL BE CALLED.

The General Assembly of North
Carolina convened in estiaordinary
session at 11 o'clock Tuesday at
Raleigh with quite a full attend-
ance. The message from Govern-
or Glenn read "as and- - adjourned
business until eleven o'clock Wed-

nesday in order that no bill of gen-
eral character be introduced untii
the caucus of Democratic members
could determine whether general
bills will be consideied or deliber-
ation beconlliied t rate n a'Urs.

Governor Glenn's message review- -

ed the rate litigation, recited terms
of the proposed compromise in two
and a half cent ll.it rate with two
cent mileage 'hooks interchangeable
and inter-Stat- and declared for
Stiite prohibition, effective July 1st,
saying that ratification of comprom-- i
ise and passage of State prohibition
would make this Legislature im- -i

mortal and forever leinenibered as a
blessing to the State.

Both branches of the Legislature
hIso received supplementary messages
from i he Governor, asking that law
be pasM'il uiakiiigita misdemeanor
for railroad companies to discontinue
a local passenger train without con-

sent of corporation commission.
