Telephone and Telegraph Wires
and Poles Down and the Run-
ning of Traing Hindered Very
Much.

New Yorg, Jan, 25,—A terrific snow
storm raged in West Chester county
early this morning. The heavy fall of
snow has broken the telegraph wires and
telephone connections hetween stations
along the Hudson river and the interior
of New York.

Niw York, Jan, 25.—The storm which
set in at 11 o'clock laat nightand contin

ued until noon to-day, was about the
severest of the season thus far. About
six inches of snow fell and it was of the wet
clinging kind that fastened itsell toevery-
thing it touched ; loading the trees until
they were shorn of their branches or un-
til they fell prostrate.

The snow clung to the electric wires
until they gave way under the pressure
and broke in all directions, or until the
Fulea on which they were strung broke,
alling across the streets and against the
houses, blocking all trathe.

At daylight this morning the work of
destruction had commenced and it con-
tinued until the snowfall ceased at noon,
when the wrecks of trees und telegraph
poles were to be found on every
street, while irregular festoons of
wire were hanging onevery hand and de-
tached lengths of wire strung on side-
walks, No such work of devastation has
been known since the great bliz-
zard of March, 1856, and it is a qucs-
tion if that memorable storm was
more serious in its effects upon the tele-
