Therc: has heen no congestion, how-
ever, in the office because of the fact
that 25 new clerks have been added
for the holideys and a dozen extra
carriers put on to help deliver Christ
mas goods into Charlotte homes. Two
new v:arcel post delivery trucks have
also been added, making a total of
seven delivery trucks now delivering
parcels.

All the mail received in the office up
to 9 o'clock each night is handled and
made ready for early delivery next
morning and all mail received during
the day is delivered before night.
Parcels post windows have remained
opened until 9 o'clock each night.
