TO PLANT YOUNG TREES.

R. R. Providing For Its Future Supply
Of Timber For Fence Posts and Rail-
road Ties.

Ottawa, Feb. 12.—It is understood
that the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company has decided to plant large
quantities of young trees at various
peints along its prairie lines, so as to
be able, in future time, to supply its
own ties and fence posts. The plan was
suggested to the president of the com-
pany, Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, by the
superintendent of the forestry branch
of the Interior Department here. The
company fully appreciates the faet that
the day will come when ties and lum-
ber of all kinds will reach very high
prices, especially in the West, and so
it is now preparing to meet the emer-
gency by establishing and maintaining
tree plantations in the West and thus
have in due time a good supply of its
own to draw from when needed.

The wood best adapted for railway
ties is the birch. This grows rapidly on

the Western plains, and will no doubt |

be the chief variety of trees that the
company will set out in the proposed
plantations. As the trees grow to large
size and begin to crowd one another
they will be thinned out
posts.
