SEVERE ELECTRIC STORM

Baleigh, N. ., August 11.

The bolt of lightning which struck
the lofty tower of the textile building
at the Agricultural and Mechanical col-
lege here Saturday afternoon, has done
such damage that about an eighth of
the te ver will have to be rebuilt.

Bowen at Caracas today advised the
state department that the Germans in-
tend to land forces at Yorto Cabello to
protect German interests there which
are threatened by the uprisiazg now in
progress, The minister adviscd that we
follow suit.

“Be ready to land force in case of at-
tack of port for protection of American
interests and for proteciion of foreign
property also if requested. Prevent
bombardment without due notice.

London, August 10.—King Edward has
signalized his coronation in a memor-
able manner by the munificent gift to
the nation of Osborne House, onc of the
favorite residences of the late Qucen
Victoria. The gift is inade in the fol-
lowing message to his people, addressed
to Prime Minister Balfour. For reasons
apparent ip the documept itself, His
Majesty makes his intention public:

“Buckingham Palace,
“Coronation Day, 1902.

“Under the will of the King's much
beloved mother, the Osborne House es.
tate Is, as Mr. Balfour ls aware, the pri-
vate estate of the Sovereign. Having
to spend a conslderable part of the
year In the capital of this kingdom and
in its neighborhood at Wind=or, and
having also strong home ties in the
county of Norfolk, which hove existed
now for nearly 40 years, the king feels
he Wil be unable to make adequate use
of Osborne House as i royal residence
and Be, accordingly, has determined to
offer the property in the Isle of Wight
as a gift to the nation. As Osborne
House i8 sacred to the memory of the
late gueen, it is the wish of the king
that with the exception of those apart-
ments which were in thz personal occu-
pation of Her Majesty, his peuple shall
always have access to tle housze which
must ever be assoclaied with her be-
loved mame, As regards Lhe rcst of the
building the king hopes it may be de-
voted to national purposes and be con-
verted into a convalescent home for of-
ficers of the navy and army whose
health has beepn impalr=d in rendering
service to their country.

“If In order to give full legal effect to
the king's wishes, it is found that ap-
plication to parliament be necessary,
the king trusts that Mr, Balfour will
Bee that the mnecessary sleps in due

port is blockaded in accordance with
the orders of the cabinet council estab-
lished at Gonaives, Hayti. Blockade is
defacto and prohibite the entrance of
merchant vessles. Firmin signs pro-
clamation. Maoderate force expectad to
arrive Tuesday from Gonaives. I ought
not to leave my anchorage.

The sum
of $175,000 ig available for fitting up
cranes, etc.,, and under the instructions
issued today the commandant at New
York is expected to organize the work-
ing force and begm operations without
delay. It is expected that the keel of

the ship will be 1aid in about six
months.

Washington, 11.—The com-
misgioner of today gave out
the statement that an erroneous im-
pression seems to exlst among many
ex-confederate soldiers regarding the
interpretation to be put upon the re-

cent act of congress relieving union
soldlers of the disability for bhaving
previously served in the confederate
army.

The idea seems (o prevail that under
this act the government is authorized
to pension ex-confederate soldiers, and
the result is that the pension office is
being deluged with applications from
the formers wearers of the gray. The
commissioner explained that the law
in quesiion does not contemplate the
pensioning of ex-confederate soldiers,
but that it was designed solely to re-
move the disability which so long ex-
isted in the case of men who were im-
pressed into the confederate service
and later joined the union army.
