All was m.w hurry and bustle upon
the plantations. Hogs, sheep, goats

Poultry was caught ami
penned, llonr sweet and fresh lrom the
mill, corn meal by the bushel, hams
ami breakfast strips lit for tho king's
table, drawn from the dusky depths of
the smoke house, vegetables from kit-
chen gardens, potatoes from the patch,
fruit from the trees, honey from tho

of c; r 1 and forage, straw and furniture,
which found their way to the grounds,

midway in the weary desert, reaching
from Christmas to Christmas.

l!y Thursday night nearly all tho

'"tenters" wore settled, and a few of tho
visiting ministers had arrived. I'jmui
the principle of putting the best foot
foremost, uutl out of deference to tho
cloth "the Pioaehors' tout" was tho
first Won tho right of tho square, and
the last built and equipped upon the
ground. At this tent tho "presiding
eldfr" (if a Methodist camp ground)
was msster and titular chief, and to its
support, both in provisions and attend-
ants, were contributed all mid more
than was needed by the rival tenters. It
was dedicated to tiie exclusive useof tho
ministers and their families, ami v ithiii
its sacred precincts no layman, save
upon special invitation, xias suppc sed
to enter for food or refreshment. This
tent, like the others, was ai ranged for
the separate accommodation of tho
texcfi, and here the families of tho min-
isters mot and formed friendships an.I
acquaintances to Ibe severed, alas, by
future assignments of the Hishop.

To the hard worked and often ill paid
Methodist ministry the camp meeting--
us the source of unalloyed pleasure.
