SeconJ Prize at the American Institute I a r

in New York Greensboro Iron Compar

Banks of North Carolina.

The penitential y embarked iu
tho rico growing industry this eur
and Mr. Mewborno say tho crop ii a
larco one. it will be threshed next
mouth. There were "J lo acres of rice
iu cultivation and the yield is expected
to be lu.WJ bushels. Six thousand
live hundred bushels of wheat have
beu raised on the various farms, in ad-
dition to a large amount of truckage,
oats, etc.

Western .North Carolina Apples,
(ieorgo E. Hoggs, of Haywood coun-

ty, made an exhibit of apples at tho
Aiaei icuu Institute fiur in New York
recently. He won second priza, tho first
going to a New York exhibitor. Of Mr.
jjoggs' exhibit tho llural New Yorker
nays: "Mr. ieo. 11. liovrs, who made
such a tine exhibit of North Carolina
apples last fall, also bad an exhibit of a
small number of varieties. It is inter-
ceding to notice tho great difference be-

tween tho growth of thi varieties thero
and of tho same varieties in tho North.
Many of them one would hardly recog-
nize, they aro so much larger, often
more highly colored, and sometimes
growing of such different shape as not
to resemble at all the typos with which
we aro familiar. Jt has been said by
some authorities that the region in
which Mr. IJoggs is growing his fruit,
is, undoubtedly tho best apple growing
h.ection in this country today. How-
ever this may be, it certainly is a good
0110 as evidenced by tho product. " 1'y
special request Mr. Hoggs sent the ex-
hibit to Cornell University. Professor
Sanders wrote him: "The apples ar-

rived ia fine condition. They aro
magnificent! J had no idea you could
raise such apples in your State. "'
