: ﬂ"aw a Connterfeit Can be Detected.

A cirenlar issued by the United States Treas-
nry-@ounterfeit Detector states that the uew -
counterTelt ten-doliar Treasury note, which
was recently reported as of the series of 1573,
is of 1875 instead. In some respecissthis coun-
terfeit is vewy well exccuted, while in others
the work is very bed. Al Treasury notes of
Bhe series of 1875 are printed gn the fibre paper
known as the Wilcox patent. The fibre has
the appearance of coarse black hairs scatiered
Bhrough the paper, without regard fo regular-
ity, and may readily be seen in the open panel
on the back of the note. The counterfeiters
gould not get this paper, but an attempt has
Peen made to ifnitate it by printing Black lines
pu the surface. The difference betwsen the
black lines and the fibre can bs readily detected
Py the use of a magnifying glass or by tearing
“he paper moross one of the fibres. In the
Dorder st the top of the gennine note, the
words: “This nots is a legal tender for ten
Bollars,” are distincily separated from each
Bther. Inthe connterfeit the letter ‘“a” snd
word ‘legel” form one word as do the two'
vords “for” and ten.” The last four letters
b:tho word “‘printing” in the line below the
one referred to are in italics in the counterfeit,
wvhile the balance of ths line is in Roman.,
Tho red ink used on the counterfeit is poor
and of brick-red color, while the ink on the
original is of & bright ecarmine. The geomeat-
rical lathe work in the upper left hand corner
pf the counterfeit lnn'ounding"tho “X" is
good, while that on the upper right hand cor-
ner is very poor, and the lines in the work can-
Dot be traced as they can in the genuine bills,
On the back of the connterfeit the word “This,"
beginning the phrase ‘This nots is s legal
tender," efe., is printed “Tms.” - There are
other alight errors in the printad law on the
back of the counterfeit.

The crops this year are unexampled.
abundance, variety and excellencs thay are
without parallel. It is truly s year of plenty.
In cotton, grasses, corn, fruit, vegetables the
yield has been enormous, Will the surplus we
have made be prudently gathered and eare-
rully husbanded ? We fear not. The south-
ern farmer is not a great saver, The very
affinenee of his soil snd the mildness of his
climate has made him careless and lavish. It
is hardly too much to ssy that millions of
bushels of peaches will rob on the tréesin the
southern country this year, and millions of dol-
lars be sent out of the states next winter to
buy canned and preserved peaches from the
north. Rich and succulent grasses will waste
by the thousands of toms for the lack of curing
and our stock be wintered on western hay at
$20a ton. Even corn itself will be fed lav-
ishly or wasted, and next year the farmer will
buy corn of his commission merehant and pay
forty per cent interest on the money. There
{is no computing the vaiue the rich crops of
fhis year would be to the south if they were

prudently nsed and the surplus earefully put
away. Many a farmer will maks enough corn
to do him two or three years, and fodder, that
if cured properly would be sweet and whole-
some food for his cattle four years hence. If
‘there were ensilage pits on each small farm -
they might be filled this' sesson and emough
forage laid awsy at a nominal cost to ca

forty or fifty oattle through the winter, If
our surplus peaches, pears, tomstoes, berries
and vegetables were preserved or canned or
pickled, we would keep millions of dollars at
home next winter that is now sent away for

the refuse of other markets, If our grasses
were cured and packed, we should not heve
train loads of western hay draining our farm-
ers’ pockets and impoverishing onfr state next
fall.

A telegram received from Shanghai siates
that 80,600 Chinese troops, who had been
secretly massed on the frontier, suddenly mn-
vaded Tongnin, and, after desperate fizhting
completely annibilated the French troops in
that provinee, the Chinese loging several thon-
sand killed doring the different engagements:
which followed in quick suceession.

According to the above dispatch the massing
of this large force on the frontigr of Touquin
had b eh going on for some time, under the
snpervision of cxperienccd military leadurs,
and so well did they conduet the affair that
the French rommanders were unawaro of ths
proximity of any we!l-regulated Chinese force
until the latter swept down upon them like &an
avalanche, with the above result.

The French troops, it is said, founght desper-
ately and repeatedly charged the Chinese lines,
but ss fast as the latter were broken into they
closed up again with remarkable military pre-
eision, and many hand-lu-hand encounters en-
sued, the French finally succumbing to over-
whelming odds.

The s of the destruetion of the whaole
Chincse flcet are confirmed.

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SHOT, SHELL AND FLAMES.

The Chinese Fleet and Foo-Chow Arsenal
Destroyed.

Dispatches from Euglish sources confitm the’
news of the French ruccesses at Foo-Chow.
. When Admwiral Courbet ordered his irouclads,
to open fire he was gallantly responded to by
s squadron of ten Chine-e gunboats on the,
River Min. These were officered by Enropeans,
snd the Chinese gunners served their pieces
- well, but the ca'ibre of the gons was fou emall
for the sl 7t {o inflict serions iujury on the
French. Ak Jitt.r.fired yith tocohiiNiol
and i} discipline was perfect.

JTom the moment the French got the
range on the Chinese boats a pitiless rain of
iron was kept up. In vain the Chinese craft
steamed hither and thither. One by one they,
went down with great gaping hol s in their
sides, until eeven of the well-fought gnuboats
had sunk with the dragon-flag still flying, The
remainder were captured for want of un-
wounded men to serve the guns,

The French fleet now moved up the river
and took pusition oppusite the great arsenal of .
Foo Chow. Its tanking forisand water bai-
teries replied at first with some spirit; but the,
French shels were dropping beyond thew in
the arsenal itself. A tremendous explosion
ihat shook the earth showed that a French
¢ 1ell had fallen into & puwider mrgazine, From
¢ at momens« the Chinese {firing ceased.
lor three hours the F.ench guns poured
a storm of shell mpun the areenal,’
which was mow on fire in several places,

The signal to cease firing was at length-
given, and it was seen that the place was ut-
terly destroved.

Toward nightfall several detachments of
eailors and marines landed without opposition.
The Chinese batteries were deserted and the
place was in the hands of the French.

THE FREANCO-CHINESE WAR.

The Fleots Ordered to Bembnrd Foo-Chow
and Destroy the Arscoal.

Admiral Courbet, of the Frenoch Navy, has
been instructed to bard the arsenal at Foo-
Chow and to land a detachment of truops and
destroy the war material and stores saccu-
mulsted there, which are of immense valne,
This aotion is int'nded =8 & reprisal for
the action of the Chinese at Lang-son. Al the
same time the French off Kelung lave been
ordered to ocupy the port and tuc coal mines
as security for the indemnity demanded by
France. 'fh, indemnity, however, according
to the prosomncement of s momber of the
Chinese diplomatic corps, who was interviewed,
the French are not likely to get. This Chinese
aitachee declared that Pek n guvernment
would mpever recognige that it owed
France & sou a8 indemmity for the
Lang-eon affair, which was a pure misunder-
standing. The bombardmeunt of Eelung and
Foo-Chow, he sa:d, had only tended to in-
ten~ fy the defermination to resist I'rance's
duands, Vicomte de Semalle, the French
representstive st Pekin, immcdiately afier
lowering the French flag at the legation,
started for Bhanghai.
