1s nearly 21 English miles long by 15
broad at the widest part, and comprises
an area of 106,470 acres, or about 166
square miles. About 100,000 acres
are highly cultivated. The population
by census of 1891 1s returned at 182,-
322, being about 1,098 to the square
mile. The principal exports are sugar,
molasses and rum. The imports are
rice, salted meat, corn, salted fish, but-
ter, flour and Indian corn meal. This
island was formerly the headquarters
of H. M. forces 1n the West Indies,
under a Major General,who resided in
the island. Barbados 1s & station of
the West India and Panama Telegraph
Company, has a railway across the
1sland, a tramway through town and
suburbs,and telephonic communication
throughout the island. The deposits
in the savings bank on Dec. 31, 1891
were 123,284 pounds sterhng. Besides
various fire and life offices, the island
has its own mutual life and fire 1nsur-
ance office. 1n 1861 a project for sup-
plying the town with water was com-
pleted. Iaberal provision is made for
elementary education, and Harrison's |
