A prudent Virginia capitalist,
the president of one of Richmond's
greatest corporations, who has
looked over the whole Southern
field recently said to an employee
who was asking his advice as to
the best field for investment.

It is
now the finest field for investment
in the South." The young man
to whom the Richmond capitalist
made this statement was in Mor-ganto- n

this week looking over the
field, and he said to the editor of
The Herald that the more he
saw of the towns along the V. N.
C. R. R. the more thoroughly he
was convinced of the truth of his
employers prediction. There are
thousands of prudent, far-sight- ed

business men who agree with the
Richmond man in his estimate,
and they are quietly puttting
their dollars into Western North
Carolina realty, knowing that it
is naturally the finest country in
the world, and that it will not
be long before it will come in for
the lion's share of the influx of
capital and population that is
moving southward.

The esteemed New York Press,
the organ of the Republican ad-

ministration, is in a peck of trou-
ble, and all because the Union
veterans and the Confederate
veterans are getting on good
terms with each other.
