Two of the nation’s top high school
teams will face off Saturday when Oak
Hill Academy of Mouth of Wilson, Va.,
takes on St. John's of Prospect Hall
from Frederick, Md., Saturday at 7 p.m.
in the Smith Center.

St. John's, ranked as the nation’s top
team by USA Today, rides a 35-game
winning streak into Saturday’s clash. It
finished 25-1 and No. 3 in 1997.

St. John's is led by North Carolina
signee Jason Capel. Capel, a 6-foot-8
small forward, scored 25 points, grabbed
14 rebounds and dished seven assists in
last week's win against St. James
(Hagerstown, Md.). Capel, the younger
brother of Duke’s Jeff Capel (1993-97),
averages 20.1 points, 12 rebounds and
2.5 assists per game while shooting 68
percent from the field.

St. John's last trip to North Carolina
produced a championship trophy from
the Glaxo-Wellcome Holiday
Invitational Tournament. But there will
be one noticeable difference in the team
that won the tournament in December
and the team that visits Saturday —
Damien Wilkins.

Wilkins, one of the top juniors in the
nation, won the most outstanding play-
er award at the Glaxo-Wellcome tour-

Oak Hill holds a No. 4 national rank-
ing, and has rattled off 23 consecutive
wins, including a recent 9144 i
of Providence Day (Charlotte). Oak
Hill's Antawn Scott (committed to
Wake Forest) hit for 31 in the rout.

The private school has posted impres-
sive wins this season over Dominguez of
Compton, Ca., and Durham Mt. Zion.
Oak Hill also took home the title from
the National Hoops Classic in Ohio.

The game not only matches two of
the nation’s top teams, but also two of
the most prestigious prep basketball
powerhouses.

St. John's has finished in the top 20
each of the last 20 years and has
dropped a total of five games in the last
three seasons.

Qak Hill posted back-to-back nation-
al titles in 1993 and 1994. Its alumni
include former ACC standouts Jerry
Stackhouse and Jeff MclInnis, and cur-
rent players Makhtar Ndiaye and
Virginia’s Curtis Staples.

Tickets for Saturday’s game are gen-
eral admission and are being sold for
$10 at the Smith Center Box Office and
all Ticketmaster locations.
