CARRY SPECTATORS BY THOUS-
ANDS TO HAMPION ROAD>.

The Great Marine Spectacle Viewed
By Armies of Kxcursionist Who Ar-

rive On All Conceivable Kinds of
Cl‘uﬂj.

Foxrr Voxrog, Va, April 18 —The
gsecoud day of the naval rendezvous
finds the weather cool, clear and
beautiful, and all that could be de-
sired by both those on shore and on
fleet. The Roads are beginning to
fill up with stesmers carrying thou-
sands of excursionists from Balti-
more, Richmond and Norfolk, and
numbers of small steem craft of
every descripticn gaily decorated
with bunting and flags of foreign-
ers, loaded to the gunwales with
passengers who show their appre-
ciation of the ships as they pass
down one loug line of the American
versels and then back by the Brit-
ish, Russisn and French ghips, by
grily waiving bandkerchiefs, para-
sols and small banners.

The bharbor this morning is dotted

crowd the deck of the larger pas-
senger steamers, or who are being
lavishly entertained in the cabin of
some luxuriant yacht Thess latter
craft have begun to earrive, and by
tomorrow several more will be here
with their loads of enthusiastic
speetators.

Note from Washington.

Wa-mmsnrox, April 18 —Mr, L.
Renick of Ga. formerly of the com-
ptroller’s ofice in the tressury de-
partment, kas been appointed chief
of the bureau of statistics of the
State depactment.

The statement 18 made that the
treasury contemplate the advis
ability of stopping paymeant of gold
coin for treasury notes issued under
act of July 14 1800. Under that
act the government was compelled
to purchase each month 4 500,000
ounces of silver, and at the same
time issue notes for bullion receiv.
ed. These notesare termed “irea-
sury notes” and on the face of them
they declure that they are “redeema-
ble in coin.” There are said to be
$130 million of these notes in cir-
culation, and aczording tu spring-
er's report to the last Cougress on
the circulation of the treasury,
about $21 million of these notes
have been presented siuce last July
and gold paid out for them or at a
rate of 4 million a month.

It is neserted that it is this class
of notes that has been largely pre-
gsented by New York brokers in ex-
change for gold. No verification or
contradiction of the statement that
it 18 in contemplation to issue an or
der suspending the payment of gold
on treasury notes of 1890 can be ob-
tained from Secreiary Carlisle.

The President has not decided
whether or not he will attend the
naval ball in New York, April 27th,
but it is probable that he wiil do so.
He bas placed all arrangements for
his visit to the review in the hands
of Secretary Herbert, and as Her-
bert hasthe interest of the naval ball
at heart, it is likely that he will ar-
range tor Cleveland to go there.
This is as near & positive statement
as can be obtained on this matter.

Several small offers of gold bave
been received from the West. These
offers aggreguse less than $500,000
and will not appeuar or the treasury
books for several days. At eastern
points a slight incresse in gold is
noted, free gold having increased
$25,000, making the total as shown
by buoks of the treasury today $65,-
560. There is szid to have been
also » slight incresse in New York,
which will not bs shown until to-
morrow. Information received at
the treasury indicates that gold
gbipments for next Saturday will
rot be heavy and none may go out
at all.

»ix Tanks of (cean Inhabitenia From
Morehead for the World’s Kair.

The New Derne Journal says:
The United States Fish Commission
ear which went down to Morekead
a week ago after live salt water fish
for the Columbian Iixposition pass-
ed through yesterday miorning
with its six tanks filled with tne
specimens secured. Mr. J. ¥Frank
Ellis, superintendent of the Com-
missions car ana Messenger service
and Capt. M. Gleason were along
with the exhibits. Hon. Marshail
McDonald, Fish Commissioner will
join them in Virginia and accom-
pany them to Chicago.

The gentlemen express themselves
well pleased with the results of the
trip, baving been more successful
guch as they desired than they an-
ticivated.

Of edible fish in the tanks there
were epotted trout, gray trout hog
fish, whiting. epots, croakers, tautogs
blue fish and flounders

Non edible fish were represented
by specimens of nurse fish, skates,
stingarees, burr fish, toad fish and
gars.

Iu the line of crustaceans there
were king erabs, stone erabs, sea
urchivs, fiddleps, conchs, s&nd
wells.

Specimens of green and red algea
and others s a flora attached to
rocks and shells were also being
taken along.

This is the first experimental trip
of the car. The distance 1200 miles
from Morebead to Chieagzo, isthe
longest that an attempt has ever
been made to transport live ealt
water fish and new methods have
been brought into use for the oc-
casion and it remains to be seen
what the result will be.

The water ie kept in cormimotion
a8 we stated in a fromer ariicle by
means of an engine at the centre
of the car and kept at a tempera-
ture of from 58 to 61 degrees by
passing through a cooler that being
counsidered the desirable fempers-
ture

The seven cavioads of salt water
taken up from Morehead to Chicago
a ghort time ago 18 congidered a
perfect success. After being filter-
ed it 18 clearer even than when
taken from the “briny deep” An
aquarium st the World's Fair will
hold 25 carloads of fish and they
can be seen with perfect elerrness
by all visitors

Members of the service will ere
long make another tripto More-
head seeking specially for kinds of
fish that are not well known. There
are four cars in the service work.
Two of themare now epngaged in
getting fresh water fish fiom the
Missisgippi river."

THE JOHN BULL TRAIN.

RECEIVES AN OVATION ON
WAY TO CHICAGO.

ITS

The Queer Little Engine aud Cars, the
First Kver Used on This Side of the
Atiantic, Pufling Thelr Way to the

World’s Fair--Enthusiasm Along the
Route,

By Southern Associat-d Press

New Yorg, April 17.—The gueer-
est railroad train that has been seen
in many a long year drew out of the
Pennsylvania depot, Jersey City, at
10:16 this morning awid the cheers
of a big crowd of curiosity-seekers.
The train consisted of engine No. 1
of the Pennsy vania Railway, and
cars Nos. 3 and 5. Engine No. 1 of
the Pennsylvania road is aleo engine
No. 1 of the Tnited States, being
the first railway locomotive used on

this side of the Atlantic. It is
called “John Bull,” and started this
morning to puff its way laboriously
to the World's Fair, where it will
bs an object of wonder to miilions

The train is manned by veteran
railroaders. The conductor, W. T.
Bailey, has been a passenger con-
ductor since 1859.

The journey between Jersey City
and Philadelphia wss a continued
ovation. 'Thoussnds of enthusiastic
gpectators gathered at every station
and lustily greeted the antique con-
veyance.

The locomotive made but slow
progress, however, because of the
inability to keep up steam with soft
bituminous coal, and several stops
had to be made.

When Broad street station, Phila-
delphia, was reached at 5:42 o’clock,
the euthusiasm of the multitude
knew no bounds They made frantic
efforts to board the train, but were
kept beck by & squad of policemen.
Cheer after cheer went up and the
demonstration lasted until the train,
five minutes later, backed out of the
station and prucceded to the yaads
in West Philadelphia. At the latter
piace “Jobn DBuall” was supplied
with cannel coul, which it was
thought would make steam faster.
It was 8:13 o'clock when the train
left for Chirago

Haruspens, Pa, April 18 —The
ovations tendered the “John Bull”
train increased as the little locomo-
tive and two =aucient coaches pro-
cecd westward.  After leaving Phil-
adelphia last evening large crowds
gathered along the banks overlook-
ing the Pennsylvania Railrosd in
the Quaker City and cheered lustily
as the “Johnny DBull” puffed along
in the noisy struggie to maintain
the fiftecn-wile rate. The engins’s
responses were i1ts shrill whistles.
Through the sparecly-settled coun-
try a good s »ed was kept up
although stops were frequent,
and the escorting special train,
was many times obliged to pull
sharply 1o order to save the “Buil”
train and ita coaches for the inspeec-
tion of the World’s Fair visitors.

All stations were crowded and
the gatherings, by cheering aud
waving of handkerchiefs, wished
speed to the “Ball train” as it drew
away. Downiugtown, Coatesville
and Lancaster turned out en masse
bat the greatest crowd after leaving
Philadelplua awaited the arrival of
“Johnny Bull” at Harrisburg. Here
the depot gates were opened for
for the townspeople who took every
advantage of the opportunity te in-
gpect the quaint trein from wheels
to roof.
