The American Commission in behalf
of the United States government has
brought out its address to the inhabi-
tants of the Philippine Islands. The ad-
dress has been translated into the native
dialects so that it can be read by all. It
assures the Filipinos of the intention of
the United States to give them a stable
self-government and to exercise a pro-
tective power- from, tyranny or venge-
ance. All insurgents are mvited to lay
down their 2rms, and place their trust
the government that rescued them fromn
Spanish control. The majority of the
commissioners favor giving the Filipinos
a provincial autonomy.

In 18071, there were 140,060 members
of the Methodist Church in  Great
Britain and Ireland, 1 in 13 being the
proportion of members to population. In
the same territory, there are now 831,-
637 members, 1 out of every 44 people
being a Methodist. The increase of
population has been two and a half fold
during the century. The increase of
Meithodisi has been more than six-fold.

At the Dbeginning of the cea-
tury, there- were 260,000 Metho-
dists in the whole world, pro-

porticn of members to population, 1 in
2,500. In the whole world there are
now 7,100,001 members and probation-
crs; proportion of members to popula-
tion, 1 in 212. At the beginning of the
century, there were in the United States
and Canada about 120,000 church mem-
bers. Now there are over five millions.
The population has iiicreased tenfold.
Methodism has increased over forty-
fold.

The latest news from the Philippines
at the time of cur going to press 1s to the
elfect that McArthur's division 1s still
pressing tow ards Malolos, the capital of
the insurgents. The American army is
jollowing the railrcad. The trenches
which gave so much trouble in the fight
of the 23th are no longer encountered.
Considerabie opposition is found in the
villages. over thirty of which have been
captured. The evacuaticn of Malabon is
represented to have been mwst pictur-
esque. Thousands of men, women, and
children. loaded with household goods
ficd across the swamps. The Americans
s0 far, have lost several hundred killed
and wounded. The loss of the insur-
certs has been much greater.  Agpi-
naldo has issued a prociamation threat-
ening death to all who do not fight. He
has l\ccn bolstering up the hopes of his
followers with the promise that he will
lead thcn. into Manila in a few days. By
the next issue of this paper, the Ameri-
can army will probably have atxuck the
final blow.
