that grain warehouses would pro-
mote grain production, in the South.
Another took up the cue and urged
that instead of warehouses the South
should erect flour mills and grain
elevators. That is the keynote.

Many of our cities would soon
become grain markets and necessar-
ily grain elevators would have to be
erected as a natural consequence.

However, one of the South's first
needs is modern flouring mills. Such
mills have grain elevators, as a mat-
