Sheep, of all stock ou the farm,
aro profitable as manuro makers in
winter. their sheds and yards
should be well strawed. but they

' should hate light platforms here
and there in them for tho sheep to
stand upon and cool their feet.
Old doors do very well, if frequent-W-4urue- d

over.

Tho ccw hnuld always be milked
until the udder is completely empt-
ied. It sViyld le stripned thor-

oughly. If this be well done she
will keep in fjow of milk longer,
but if neglected she will gradually
dry oft. ilany good cows are pre
maturely dried oil from Durry iu
milking and not doing the work

thoroughly.

Charred wood from the stove, or
charcoal in any shape, ia excellent
for hogs. It is best to keep char-
coal in the pens where the hogs can
always have free access to it. Hot-te-

wood is also relished by hogs,
and they aro very fond of burnt
bread or other charred substances.

A recent farmer savs it is not,
perhaps, generally known that one
of the bat kind of rood lor h' rs
is raw potatoes. Kor a horse thin
in llesh nothinrr, he declares, will
better recupcrato and fatten him.
Cut the potatoes and roll them in a
mixture of bran and corn meal, and
the effect will be almost mnjrical.
The comb and brush will speedily
bring on a glossy coat, and the
horse will improve in spirit and life
as well as in llesh.

If the wool of sheep becomes wet
it dries Tory slowly ami only by
chilling the animal through. Shel-
ter from rain and snow, especially
the former, is therefore mure im-

portant than protection from cold.
If a sheep is chilled an as tn give it
cold or fiver, the fibre of tho wool
is injured, and if this ocenra in
winter, the injury is in the middle
of the fleece, where it will do the
greatest damage and must hurt its
sale.
