The shrub that brings the
first color to the landscape

.in spring is also the one

that should get your first
attention with the pruning

- shears.

Forsythia — or golden-

" bell, as most Tar Heels

prefer to call it — annually
brings forth the most
welcomed profusion of
yellow bloooms, usually
when the temperatures are
still quite nippy in March.

The plant grows fairly
rapidly and tends to grow
too large for its intended
space, point out N. C.

The best time to prune

;forsythinismthemnng
. immediately after it
- blooms. The buds that will

produce next spring's
flowers will then develop
on the new growth. If you
wait on into summer or fall
to do the pruning, you'll
destroy these buds.

Forsythia is an easy
shrub to grow, the North
Carolina State University
extension specialists ex-
plain. It thrives in most
garden soils.

If you plan to try some,
be sure to keep in mind the
plants growth habit and
select a planting site that
will allow plenty of room.

The plants should be
spaced about five to seven
feet apart and three to four
feet from a structure.

- When planting, add
organic matter to the
planting hole and mulch
around newly set plants to
conserve moisture and to

help keep weeds and
grasses out.
