in Warren County Jail on
$8,000 bond, according to
Warren County Sheriff
Theo Williams.

Deputy Lawrence Har-
rison, who made the ar-
rest, said this morning
that warrants have been
issued for the arrest of
two other Durham men,
Kerwin Steele of the
same address as Smith
and Ricky Walker, ad-
dress unknown, in con-
nection with the break-
ins at Oine Texaco,
Village Grocery in Man-
son and Manson Shell
Station.

Nothing was reported
stolen from Oine Texaco
and Village Grocery,
Harrison reported, but a
pinball machine at Man-
son Shell was broken in-
to and about $85 in
change taken. A digital
clock and a collection of
old coins were also
reported missing.

All three break-ins oc-
curred between 3:30 and
4:30 Tuesday morning,
Harrison said.

Smith was arrested in
the vicinity of The Coun-
try Kitchen at Manson
near I-85, but the other
two suspects fled on foot
in the direction of the in-
terstate, Harrison said.

Smith is scheduled to
appear in Warren Coun-
ty District Court on Dec.
18.

Two break-ins were
also reported this week
at Arcola Lumber Com-
pany and Arcola Hard-
wood Company, accor-
ding to Chief Deputy
Bobby Dean Bolton.

The two businesses
were broken into be-
tween the close of
business Monday night
and reopening Tuesday
morning, Bolton said.

A chain saw and bat-
tery charger, valued at
$250, were taken from
the lumber company and
six drills, a case of nails,
and bolts valued at $900
were taken from the
hardwood company.

No arrests have been
made, Bolton said.

Two Warrenton youths
arrested last Friday and
charged with second-
degree kidnapping, ex-
tortion and larceny were
released on bond Mon-
day morning.

According to Harrison,
Edgar Lee Beamon, 19,
of Route 1, Warrenton
and his brother, Timothy
Martin Beamon, 16, also
of Route 1, were charged
after they allegedly
demanded money from a
15-year-old Warrenton
girl on several occasions
since Oct. 1. They also,
according to reports,
bound and gagged her in
a car on one occasion
and took her purse which
contained $30.

The youths were
scheduled to appear in
Warren County District
Court this morning
(Wednesday).
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
