Bring sides of
bread up over frankfurter; secure
with wooden picks. Place roll-ups,
seam sides down, in ungreased
13x9x2-inch baking dish. Brush with
margarine. Cook uncovered in 350"
oven until hot and golden brown,
about 20 minutes.
