If he had but heeded the warning
sent him in a dream, Floyd Collins, the
cave explorer, would have been saved
from the trngedy which overtook him
and drew the attention of the entire
country.

I dreamed I was working under ground
when suddenly rocks and dirt fell all
about me and on me, and strange creepy
things came crawling nbout me in the
darkness. It wns a sickening feeling;

held down by rubbish, and shut out from

the outside world while those horrible
things closed on me as I lay there.”

If this dream was not a warning
what wns? and if Floyd Collins had
heeded the vision of the night, he might
be well and happy today and the tragedy

which put Cave City on the map would
have been averted. God spoke to him in
this dream, but he failed to accept the
message and so met his fate in the ter-

rible cave in the hill.'
