Donor’s Name Not Disclosed

Rebuilding Burned Structure
Following lho lire whifi swept the

Chambers building in November. 1021.
a oamrmign Was soon started to re-

build it. By the fall of 1925 one

section of tbe proposed new Chambers
wßs oomple:od and occupied for the
first time.

It represented 'an expenditure of
$200,000. Original plans ealled fhr
$400,000 for the new administration
structure, but enlargement of' them •

indicated that final eomp'etion would"
require a total of $600,000.

Before the jrresent south wing was

1 completed, classes were held in tem-

porary buildings, and other structures
inadequate to proper work but neces-
sary under the stringent circum-
stances.

•I. Martin, of Davidson College, to-
night announced that the college has
received a gift of SIOO,OOO within the

Dr. Martin was not a liberty to
disclose the benefactor since the lat-

Maxwell Chambers legacy in 1854 and
•T. B. Duke's recent gift of a share in
bis endowment."

The gift'was made for primary pur-
rtose of assisting in the completion of
he Cliambers building. Tbe old struc-

ture. known as “the heart of David-
son." was destroyed in 1921.
