days ago of 8500 in favor of Hill. There
was no disposition shown to meet his
proposition and especially when some
of the venturesome were reminded that
the bookmaker had a private wire from
New York.

The private wire running into the
White House was deluged with des-
patches, and Col. Lamont was kept
busy answering telegrams until early
midnight' There seemed to be a great,
deal of uncertainty, especially at the
offices of the two Associated Press or-
ganizations, and there was a dearth of
definite information all night. Nobody
thought of or cared for anything outside
of New York.

At about lOo'clock bulletins began to
come in indicating a sure victory for
(Joy. Hill. This news created great sat-
isfaction throughout the town. The
current comment was that it was more
of a victory for the Democratic party
than it was for the Administration. Hill
made his canvass both before the nomi-
nation and since as an ut Dem-
ocrat opposed to any alliances with the
Mugwumps. It was a constant subject i

Mr. Hill's victory is regarded as one
of unusual importance on account of
the many disadvantages under which
he labored. Col. Morrison, of Illinois,
was asked tonight what he thought
would be the effect of the victory upon
the President's policy.

"Don't you think," it was further
asked, "that this election result will
make him less anxious to cultivate the
Independents':-- " "l

"Ob. I reckon that nothing could j

change him. If Hill has carried the
State by a hundred and seventy-fiv- e j

thousand majority. I don't think that
fact would change the President's course
one hair. He ,is not in the habit of
changing. He has been pursuing a '

course which has seemed right to him
and you mustn't expect the result of a
mere election in New York to change
that."

The general impression among Demo-
crats, however, is that the President
will be inclined to give Democrats more
consideration in the future, or at least
equal consideration with the Independ-
ents. Said one Democrat!

It has now been proved that there is
one other man in New York who can
carry the State. If itcan be shown that
Hill has carried New York by a hand-
some majority it will demonstrate that
he is a stronger Democrat in New York
than Mr. Cleveland. The latter has
never been able to carry the State with-
out the help of Independents. Mr. Hill,
by his success, will become a stronger
Democratic candidate than Mr. Cleve- -

laud unless the latter changes his policy
verv decidedly. The President will no
longer be able to point to the fact of his
having the Independents to make him-
self necessary to the Democratic party."

The President is expected here at noon
tomorrow. Those who know the Presi-
dent and who are familiar with his ways
of thinking say there is no doubt that
he will regard the election result as a
hearty indorsement of his Administra-
tion, and that the Convention's indorse-
ment of his Administration was the
real source of Mr. Hill's strength.

77ie General Assembly of Xorth Carolina
do enact :

Kection i. That section one thousandtwo hundred and forty ne of The Code
be stricken out, and tlie following In-
serted in icu t hereof : No conveyance
of land, por cntrwt to convey, or
lease of land, for more than threeyears shall be alld to pass any pioperty.as
against creditors or purchasers, for a valuable
consideration from the donor, bargainor or
lessor, but irom the reulstnUon thereof with-
in the county where tlie land lielh: Providkd
howevei:, that tlie provisions of this act
shall not apply to contracts, leases or deeda
already executed, until the first day of Janu-
ary, one Uiousand eight hundred and eighty-six- :

Pr y rrKD kckthek, that no purchase
from anv such donor, bargainer or lessor
shall avail or pas title as against any un-
registered deed executed prior to the Una day
of December, one thousand eight hundred
and eighty-rive- , when the person or persons
holding or claiming under such unregistered
deed shall be in tlie actual possession and
enjoyment of such land, eiiher in person or

fidavit before the officer having jurisdiction
