Tin y then grabbed
ihe old lady, w ho is sixty-fiv- e yens old, took
her to the yard-gat- and tied her with a rope
to the post and then gashed her throat.

One man remained it h ihe old lady on (he
outside w bile the oilier went into the bouse
w here three children were sleeping. The old-

est, a child of seven years, was awakened,
w hen the man asked where her papa's money
was. The child told him she would tell her
father of his trying to get his money. He took
her out ofthe house into the yard and cut her
throat with a butcher knife. He then went
back into the house and got the second girl,
aged five years, carried her to the yard, and
cut her h rout with the same knife. lie then
vent back into the house and got the baby
boy, two years old, carried him into the yard
and killed him in the same manner and piled
ihe bodies together. Ilethen washed the kni !e
and Kit it lying on ihe table.

'The old lady 's neck has seventeen gashes,
but she is still living, and gave the nee nnt of
the affair. It is supposed the murder was for '

the purpose ol robbery, as Newberry had just
got ssKJi i damages trom the Santa l'e Railroad
Company for carrying his w ife by Joshua,
'The griinduioiher is still alive, but cannot
live, i 'fticers are scouring tiie country for the
murdirers.
