205,408 tons for the same months in
1892.

The great bulk of this enormons
sapply of fertilizers has been
bought by cotton planters, At
Savannah the sale of fertilizers
has increased 1mmingely. The
farmers of the Sonth are defying
experlence and going it heavy on
cotton this year.

There is yet ture to remedy the
evil tc some extent. If proper
regard 18 had to the raising ol
home supplies—especially hog and
hominy—the disaster need not be
overwhelming. Btrict econony too
