It is impossible, ho added, to say
just when, because of the conditions
that exist on the island. The niin-te- r

under such conditions. A groat
of misinformation, ho paid, has boon
sent out by the rebels.

"It is easy to account for the
methods now employed by the Span-
ish government,'" said the minister.
"The climatic conditions of Cuba
are very peculiar, duly, August
and September arc the throe great
generals for the rebels. Two are
dead and the third is fast dying.
These months include the rainy sea-
